A student on academic probation is subject to suspension at the end of the spring semester if s/he does not meet the Academic Eligibility (AE) criteria:





Student’s cum. GPR falls below 2.0

   Student is on probation but can re-enroll in Spring ‘09

Off probation; Can re-enroll Fall ’09
