Chair Janie Hodge convened the meeting at 3:30 PM.

Item 1.  Welcome Members and Guest 

Chair Hodge welcomed members and guests.  Bill D’Andrea introduced Eric Clarke who was there to observe the council meeting.
Item 2.  Approval of Minutes
The March minutes were approved by the Council.
Item 3.  Committee Updates
Chair Hodge reminded the Council that early in the year, the committees were charged to examine a review of the Commission On Intercollegiate Athletics (COIA) proposals, and to present a report to the Council and the Athletic Department on the status of Clemson as related to the COIA proposals.  Part of the information from the reports will be summarized and presented in the yearly report to President Barker.  
i. Campus and Community Relations – Chair Les Carlson reported that the committee had received approval and funding to go ahead with lunch plans for the downtown business owners.  This lunch would open communication to discuss the needs and problems of area businesses as it pertains to Clemson Athletics.  No date has been determined.  

ii. Academic Standards and Integrity – Chair Elaine Richardson distributed a report from her committee which reflected the changes as discussed at the March meeting.  Comment 1.2.2 has been changed to recommend a yearly report that would highlight any exceptions given to athletes over the 25% enrollment cap.   This report should include the courses, instructor names, and the percentage of athletes enrolled in each course.  
Chair Hodge suggested that the rules and/or exceptions should only be made by the Chair of the departments involved in high concentration areas with student athletes.  She was concerned that many athletes may be shutout from courses.

iii. Fiscal Integrity and Facilities Planning – Chair Ken Marcus distributed the report of COIA proposals as related to fiscal responsibilities of Clemson Athletics.   He reminded the committee that many of the committee’s questions were answered by a new budget director.   
Some discussion pursued about proposal 4.4 concerning the Faculty Athletic Representative becoming an Ex-Officio member of the IPTAY Board.  Bill D’Andrea stated that Larry LaForge is always invited to the meetings and there is an open door policy extended to him.  Many members of the Council felt that this should become official to secure future IPTAY leaders would continue to have representation from future Faculty Athletic Representatives.
Proposal 4.5 was discussed by the Council.  Several members expressed interest in looking at the distribution policy from the sale of University symbols.
iv. Governance and Rules Compliance – Chair Paul Dawson distributed his committee’s report of COIA proposals and reviewed issues as related to governance and compliance.    
v. Equity, Welfare and Sportsmanship – Janie Hodge distributed a report from the committee that highlighted areas in which exit interviews could be improved to increase response rate and better utilize the information gathered from the interview.  Andy Billings will address questions regarding this report at the May meeting.
Item 4.  Budget Update – Katie Hill
Katie Hill distributed a budget report and answered several questions posed by the Council.
Item 5.  Other Business

A Council member posed a question about the safety of the erected stands at the baseball field.  Seth Vining stated that officials had been out to examine the structure that his fraternity constructed and the structure had to meet safety codes.
