  INVESTIGATE | Creative Inquiry

Clemson Visual Arts provides students with experiential 
learning that connects the “creative mind” to real-world 
entrepreneurial and career models through four team-based 
Creative Inquiry courses. These initiatives are led by art faculty 
and engage students in applied research, typically spanning 
two to four semesters. Undergraduate teams practice small 
business models through operating an art share program, 
explore art historical and theoretical issues with visits to New 
York City, NY and Washington, DC exhibitions and galleries, 
investigate the implementation of public art on campus, 
and gain a comprehensive view of curatorial exhibition 
development. As a result, students develop critical thinking 
skills, learn to problem-solve as a team and hone their 
communication and presentation skills.
