Comments
· Outlines should include the heading and sub-heading structure that will be used in the paper.  Format the headings as they would be in the paper.  You should use at least 3 levels of headings.  

· At this point, outlines should include topic sentences below the subheadings. 

· Include the figures with captions.

· It is your responsibility for your paper to include figures and tables that can be understood by the reader.  If parts of the figures or tables are unreadable, it is your responsibility to fix them.  

· Read what you write to see if it makes sense.  Many sentences were nonsense. 
· Check to make sure that the topic sentence introduces the thoughts in the paragraph.  Thoughts in the paragraph should transition from one to another in a logical way.   

· Make your topic sentences interesting by including important info.  Avoid writing some boring fluff that only suggests the reader might get some interesting info if they keep reading. 

· Check to make sure that the paragraphs in a section are arranged in a logical way.

· The outline should include an original conceptual hydrogeologic model summarizing important aspects in graphical form.  This means you need to create a drawing showing the conceptual model.  

· The outline should also summarize the water balance, including the balance equation identifying major fluxes and the flux values.  It is also helpful to normalize fluxes using rainfall.  

· Any volume of water in an aquifer, or volumetric rate associated with pumping or a hydrologic process should also be given as a flux where the rate is normalized by the area over which it occurs, or by a common area when doing watershed balances.  This will allow you to compare different fluxes within your area, and between different areas.  Writing a sentence like:  “The aquifer contains 245 Ggal of water”.  only really tells me that it contains a lot.  But scaling it to the area gives   “The aquifer contains 245 Ggal of water, which is 1.4 m averaged over the region”.  I can understand 1.1 m, and I can put this in context; it is roughly the amount of rainfall in this area in 1 year.  

· Stratigraphy section should include a description of the important geologic characteristics of the sedimentary formations.  Hydrostratigraphy should include important hydro characteristics.  Geologic Setting should include stratigraphy, along with descriptions of other rock types (in a subsection other than stratigraphy), structure, etc.  

· Give descriptions first, then give interpretation.  Describe what is there before describing how it may have gotten there.    

· Avoid possessive for inanimate objects.    

· Use SI units in your text.    

· Found and Occur.  Do this:  “the sandstone occurs at a depth of 40 m”  instead of this: “the sandstone is found at a depth of 40m.”
