 GRE scores within last 5 years – scores of 450 or higher on both the Verbal and 
Quantitative sections and 3.5 or higher on the Analytical Writing section are required.  

 Two professional references- one from a former faculty member and one from someone 
familiar with your clinical skills (supervisor preferred). 

 Prerequisites: 
   Undergraduate statistics course:   All options. 

Undergraduate computer course (or equivalent skills):  All options. 
   Health assessment skills course:   All options. 
   Undergraduate accounting course:   Nursing Administration option.
