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Rough waters ahead in suit against N.C.

Winning the "water wars" lawsuit against North Carolina might not be enough to protect
the Lowcountry's chief water supply. Losing it could mean losing more of the Savannah
River to Georgia. And the suit faces long odds.

That was the sobering message at the S.C. Water Resources Conference on Tuesday.
Attorney General Henry McMaster conceded as much after speaking in North Charleston to
more than 300 researchers, agency and industry officials focusing on the issues surrounding
a shrinking supply of water for the Southeast, as well as ways to allocate and conserve that

supply.
The lawsuit "is an uphill battle in more ways than one," McMaster said. But "we were in a
disadvantageous situation going in," because North Carolina is already diverting water from

the Catawba River shared by the states. "It's hard to sec how it could be any worse, unless
they keep all our water."
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
