What is the MSAL program?
This program provides an online learning 
opportunity to develop a network in the 
field of intercollegiate athletics with 
a focus on core aspects of leadership, 
ethics, diversity and policy. Through 
coursework and out-of-class activities, 
students work to develop leadership 
skills and professional knowledge in the 
field of athletics. 

Who is it for?
The program is for current or aspiring 
coaches and administrators and focuses 
on intercollegiate athletics. Within 
intercollegiate athletics, this program 
serves professionals in coaching, 
administration, sports medicine, 
academic administration, and sport 
operations. Coaches and administrators 
seeking advanced education will 
be able to focus on their particular 
professional areas of interest. 

As the pioneer online program in leadership development 
for coaches and administrators, this program evolves on 
an annual basis. These changes are often depicted by the 
current events and occurrences within the profession. The 
online format provides an opportunity for coaches around 
the nation to participate and achieve a degree that is 
directly relevant and beneficial to the athletic profession. 
Core courses in leadership, ethics, administration, and 
sports psychology guide the educational process and 
are taught by faculty directly connected to athletic 
professions.
